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The Tarpon Bay Explorers Scholarship for Environmental Studies

The purpose of this award program is to encourage students to pursue a degree in environmental
studies. Funds may be used for the educational institution's tuition, books, supplies and
equipment, or technical materials.

College students with professional goals to pursue science, biology, environmental education, or
wildlife conservation will be given preference and are invited to apply for The Tarpon Bay
Explorers Scholarship for Environmental Studies. Two local college students or more with an
intended major pertaining to some aspect of environmental science will be awarded a $ 1 ,000
scholarship in April 2010.

The committee will consider funding for, but not limited to, tuition associated with any science
related degree or advanced workshops.
The committee will not consider funding fbr:

. Travel related expenses.
o Projects which are funded through other grants from other sources.
o Activities involving any organization employing the applicant.
o Activities which do not demonstrate a proven commitrnent to a particular

discipline.
e Activities not related to the enhancement of the student's career in science.

Elieibility In order to be eligible for the Tarpon Bay Explorers Scholarship for Environmental
Studies, applicants must meet both of the following criteria.

I . Resident of Lee, Collier or Charlotte County.
2. Pursuing degree pertaining to environmental studies.

3. Official school transcripts of courses completed within the last four years.
4. Proof of Collece enrollment.
